
Article 3, Section 3 contains the membership requirements.  Currently they only allow for points to be awarded for participation in a production and attendance at meetings.  I propose to amend the constitution in the following way.  

“1 drama club point shall be awarded for participation in any official public drama club activity including but not limited to recruitment tables, drama club hikes for recruitment, participation in haunted houses, and assisting any other community drama organization.  This does not include auditioning for drama club productions as points are already awarded at the end of the production for participation.”

In areas of the constitution where voting is required the constitution only mentions “Drama Club members”.  This includes Article 4 section 4, Article 4 section 5, Article 7 section 1, Article 8, and the By-laws.  In Article 3 section 3 the constitution mentions requirements for membership and more specifically for voting members.  This amendment would make the constitution less ambiguous where voting is concerned.  It would make certain that only those members who are considered voting members under Article 3, section 3 could vote in any election.   The following changes are proposed

In Article 4 Section 4 all mentions of “Drama Club Members” would be changed to “Voting Drama Club members.”  Also in the last sentence of Article 4 section 4 the pharse “a two-thirds margin is reached” would be changed to “a two-thirds margin of voting members is reached.”

In Article 4 Section 5 the word “those” in the last sentence should be changed to “Voting members.” 

In Article 7 Section 1 the phrase “the membership” would be changed to “voting members.”

In Article 8 and the By-laws “Drama Club members” would be changed to “Drama Club voting members.”

In Article 4 section 4 of the constitution it states that if an officer is impeached the President shall fill the role of any officer who is removed from office.  This however does not allow for the case of removal of the President.  This amendment would change the phrase “President” in the last sentence of Article 4 section 4 to read “highest ranking officer.”

“The President shall have the power to override, on a case by case basis, the point system and allow people who are short of points to vote, but not disallow anyone with sufficient points from voting.”

Article 5 Section 3 states that the faculty advisor shall be the head of the humanities department.  As we are no longer part of the humanities department I propose this section should be removed from the constitution.
The following will be included in the constitution as they are required by the school:

Your membership section must include this statement, verbatim:

This organization does not discriminate in membership selection, officer election or other appointments, or practices of organizational activities on the basis of race, color, national origin, military status, gender, religion, age, sexual orientation, political preference or disability.

Membership of the Your_Organization’s_Name shall not be restricted due to race, sex, religion, color, national or ethnic origin, age, disability, military service or sexual orientation, in compliance with Federal law, including the provisions of Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, Section 503 and 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, and the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990.

This organization, including all members, officers and advisors, agrees to abide by all SDSM&T regulations, policies and procedures of an academic, non-academic, legal or financial nature. 

This organization does not participate in or encourage any unlawful activity. 

This organization, including all members, does not allow hazing in any form. Hazing is defined as an act which endangers the mental or physical health or safety of a student, or which destroys or removes public or private property, for the purpose of initiation, admission into, affiliation with or as a condition for continued membership in, a group or organization.
